Red-breasted Nuthatch


Nuthatches are known as the “upside-down birds” because of the ability to climb down the tree as well as up.  Red-breasted nuthatches are often a winter time treat at bird feeders around WI.  Look for these birds with a blush of red on the breast and the black eye streak.


January Phenology from EEK!


January is a busy month for Wisconsin wildlife! See if you spot any of these critters this month: Flocks of bald eagles can be seen near dams and other open waters. Skunks, raccoons, and opossums may come out to play and white snowy owls perch on fences and road signs in the north! Bear cubs are born this month in their wintery dens and meadow voles and mice make snow tunnels as a “warm” passageway between their homes and food stashes. You may also see river otters sliding along creek banks in the snow! Great-horned owls and barred owl have begun their nightly courtship. Chickadees perch high on branches and are singing their spring song.  Tracks, tracks, and more tracks.  With the regular fresh snow, there are tracks everywhere.  Try to identify what has been walking around your home.
